nine sheets of 12x12 cardstock

A selection of several sheets of patterned paper and coordinating embellishments*

Optional (for large suitcase only): pencil pouch or photo envelope for memorabilia
storage

tion thereof. When creating a mini album, | prefer the ease, timesaving convenience, and
unified look of a matching line.
